


03 MAR (Tuesday):

SAINT KATHARINE DREXEL (1858-1955)

Born in 1858 into a prominent Philadelphia family, Katharine
became imbued with love for God and neighbor. She took an avid
interest in the material and spiritual well-being of black and native
Americans. From the age of 33 until her death in 1955, she dedi-
cated her life and a fortune of 20 million dollars to this work. In
1894, Mother Drexel took part in opening the first mission school
for Indians, in Santa Fe, New Mexico. In 1915 she also founded
Xavier University in New Orleans. At her death there were more
than 500 Sisters teaching in 63 schools throughout the country.

04 MAR (Wednesday):

SAINT CASIMIR OF POLAND (1458-1484)

Casimir was a 15th-century Polish prince, third in line for the
throne. He lived a highly disciplined, often severe, life: sleeping
on the ground, spending a great part of each night in prayer, and
dedicating himself to lifelong celibacy (even under pressure to
marry the daughter of the emperor). He had a great devotion to
Mary, supported the poor, and lived a virtuous life amid the dis-
solute court.

SAINT PERPETUA and SAINT FELICITY, Martyrs

(d. 203)

Perpetua was a noble woman of Carthage, and Felicity was
her slave. While still catechumens they were arrested during the
persecution of Christians under Emperor Septimus Severus and
imprisoned in a private home where they were baptized. They
were sentenced to death in apublic amphitheater. Whenwild beasts
failed to kill them, the women were killed by the sword.

LENTEN TALKS ON ST. PAUL

Dr. Ruth Ohm will be speaking at Nativity on the first five
Tuesdays of Lent in the O’Hare Center beginning at 07:30 PM
(03 through 31 March 2009). Dr. Ohm teaches New Testament
at St. Patrick’s Seminary and University. Her special interests
include Pauline material, Christian period archaeology in the
Greek East with afocuson the ancient city of Ephesus, and ancient
Byzantine Rite liturgy. For over 10 years she has collaborated
with the Director of Christian period excavations in Ephesus, Dr.
Renate Pillinger (University of Vienna). She speaks and publishes
on Ephesus’ ancient chapels and the so-called Cave of St. Paul.
This series of five presentations on St. Paul will focus on some
aspects of the apostle’'s practiced spirituality. We will examine
how St. Paul communicates to the early Christian communities a
cross-centered spirituality, the impact of the covenant, the gospel
message, and the responsibility of evangelization.

Message of His Holiness Pope Benedict XV1
for LENT 2009

From what | have said thus far, it seems abundantly clear that fasting represents an important ascetical practice, a spiritual
arm to do battle against every possible disordered attachment to ourselves. Freely chosen detachment from the pleasure of
food and other material goods helps the disciple of Christ to control the appetites of nature, weakened by origina sin, whose
negative effectsimpact the entire human person. Quite opportunely, an ancient hymn of the Lenten liturgy exhorts: “ Utamur
ergo parcius, / verbis cibis et potibus, / somno, iocis et arctius/ perstemusin custodia— Let us use sparingly words, food and
drink, sleep and amusements. May we be more alert in the custody of our senses.”

Dear brothers and sisters, it is good to see how the ultimate goal of fasting is to help each one of us, as the Servant of God
Pope John Paul Il wrote, to make the complete gift of self to God (cf. Encyclical Veritatis splendor, 21). May every family
and Christian community use well this time of Lent, therefore, in order to cast aside all that distracts the spirit and grow in
whatever nourishes the soul, moving it to love of God and neighbor. | am thinking especialy of a greater commitment to
prayer, lectio divina, recourse to the Sacrament of Reconciliation and active participation in the Eucharist, especialy the
Holy Sunday Mass. With this interior disposition, et us enter the penitential spirit of Lent. May the Blessed Virgin Mary,
Causa nostrae laetitiae, accompany and support us in the effort to free our heart from slavery to sin, making it evermore a
“living tabernacle of God.” With these wishes, while assuring every believer and ecclesial community of my prayer for a
fruitful Lenten journey, | cordialy impart to all of you my Apostolic Blessing.

FAST AND ABSTINENCE

The observance of a fast is to take only a single full meal
during the course of the day, typicaly after 03:00 PM. To
maintain strength, one or two smaller meals may also betaken,
if together they do not equal another full meal. Thefast binds
on al those ages 18-60.

The observance of abstinence is to refrain from eating any
meat. Abstinence binds on al those ages 14 and ol der.

Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are days of both fast and
abstinence. It is recommended that all Fridaysin Lent be
observed as days of abstinence.

The observance of abstinence in predomi-
nantly Catholic communities contributed to
the practice of serving clam chowder as the
"soup-of-the-day"” on Fridays. In many res-
taurants today this practice still continues.

1.  The Blessed Mother ap-
peared six times in 1917 in Fa-
tima, Portugal. During the final
appearance, a great celestial mir-
acle occured that was witnessed
by hundreds of people. Later,
in a separate vision, the Blessed
Mother revealed the devotion of
five First Saturdays.

2. The Blessed Mother appeared
16 times in 1858 in Lourdes,
France. The spring of water
that she caused to emerge dur-
ing these appearances continues
to provide miraculous cures.

3. Jesus revealed His Twelve
Promises of the Sacred Heart
and asked that devotions to His
Most Sacred Heart be spread.
In a series of visions He also re-
vealed requests for the devotion
of Nine Fridays, the Holy Hour,
and receiving Holy Communion on
the First Friday of the month.

4. The Blessed Mother appeared
twice in 1531 in Guadalupe, Mex-
ico. As a sign to the skeptical
bishop, she caused non-native
roses to bloom in the dead of
winter and left an image of her-
self on the cloth used to carry
the flowers.

5. Jesus revealed Himself as the
Divine Mercy. His instruction in-
cluded that a diary be kept of all
that He revealed, and through it
to "make known to souls the great
mercy I have for them.” Jesus
repeated more than seven times
that this message would prepare
the world for His final coming.
